The Challenge

The newest exhibit at the Davidson Center
is titled “The Challenge” in reference to
Kennedy's speech challenging America
to send man to the moon and return
him safely to earth. This exhibit, aptly
sponsored by The City of Huntsville,
focuses on Huntsville’s transformation
during the early 1940’s to 1962, from
“The Watercress Capital of the World” to
“The Rocket City.” The exhibit showcases

early Redstone Arsenal participation, the
creation of Marshall Space Flight Center,
and the men and women who made it
all happen.

Apollo Courtyard Benches

The Apollo Courtyard is the official
entrance to the Davidson Center for Space
Exploration. There are 12, six-foot round
concrete benches located throughout
the courtyard representing the 12 Apollo
missions. Each bench features an Apollo
mission patch that was designed by the
crew of that particular mission. Do you
know why the Apollo 12 mission patch has
four stars? Three are for the astronauts

who flew the mission (Conrad, Gordon,
and Bean) and one for Clifton Williams,
who was scheduled to fly this mission
but was killed on October 5, 1967 prior
to the mission, after a mechanical failure
caused the controls of his T-38 trainer to
stop responding.

Richard Daily has a wife and four grown
children. He transferred from Owego,
New York, in the fall of 1962. Richard
managed the design of the Environ-
mental Control System (ECS) of the In-
strument Unit, “The Brain” of the Sat-
urn V Rocket, during the Apollo era.
The ECS helped keep the electronics
cool during the time the Instrument
Unit controlled the Saturn V rocket
during flight. When IBM was awarded
the contract to build the Instrument
Units, Richard moved to the IBM fa-
cilities on Sparkman Drive in Hunts-
ville. Richard Daily started volunteer-
ing at the U.S. Space & Rocket Center
